School Uniform Update 

Following consultation with parents and staff, the Board of Management has decided to move to a 
tracksuit-only school uniform. A completely new tracksuit design, incorporating colours similar 
to our current uniform, will be introduced gradually from September 2027, beginning with 
incoming Junior Infants. 

Until the new uniform is introduced, pupils are expected to wear the current St. Comán's Wood 
school uniform as outlined below. We will continue to monitor stock availability and may review 
arrangements if items become difficult to source. 

Current Uniform Requirements 

School Uniform 

●​ Royal blue V-neck jumper with school crest. 
●​ Pale blue shirt. 
●​ Dark grey trousers. 
●​ Navy plaid skirt or pinafore (girls). 
●​ Navy striped school tie. 
●​ Plain navy/black socks or tights. 
●​ Plain dark-coloured footwear (black or navy) that children can close independently – no 

boots. 

PE Uniform 

●​ Navy/pale blue school tracksuit top with school crest. 
●​ School T-shirt. 
●​ Plain navy tracksuit bottoms (no leggings, stripes, logos or printing). 
●​ Runners that children can close independently 

Additional Information 

●​ For safety reasons, only stud earrings worn in the lower ear lobe and watches without 
recording capabilities may be worn. 

●​ Children are encouraged to wear their hair in its natural colour. 
●​ Please ensure all items of clothing and personal belongings are clearly labelled with your 

child's name. 
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●​ Coats and jackets should have loops attached for hanging.
